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Make-up Work Policy

Absences

For every absence students will be required to make-up a minimum of six, 8 count phrases not to exceed 30 seconds.  If a student is absent 5 days they must make-up a complete 1½ -2 minute dance.  All make-up work will be performed in class and videotaped.  Arrangements must be made ahead of time with Mrs. Tahajian to schedule your time.  Make-up work will only be accepted within two weeks of the absence.  Your grade will be lowered for every 5 absences not made up.  

Non-suits

Students who come to class dressed, put forth their best effort, and have a positive attitude with no behavior issues receive an A for the day.  Being unprepared for class is not acceptable.  For every 2 non-suits a student accumulates his/her grade will be dropped one entire grade.  Students who do not have their dance clothes will be required to wear loaners.  Students needing loaners must check-in with the locker room attendant at the beginning of the period, and again at the end of the period to check in and check out their loaners.  Another student cannot do this for them.  If a student refuses to wear loaners they will receive a Non-suit.
Because being unprepared is never acceptable, the student’s grade will be affected.  If a student wishes to make-up their non-suit they may attend a live dance performance and write a 5-paragraph dance critique.  The critique must follow the given structure and typed in MLA format.  If a student accumulates 6 non-suits it may result in failure of the course with no credit given.   

Extra Credit

A student may earn extra credit by attending a dance performance and writing a 5-paragraph dance critique.  One well-written dance performance critique can make up one non-suit or 5 absences.
